From Google:  Lenticular clouds are stationary, lens-
shaped clouds that form in the troposphere, often 
resembling UFOs, pancakes, or stacks of plates, typically 
found downwind of mountains as stable, moist air flows 
up and over them, creating standing waves where 
condensation occurs. They appear fixed in place because 
water evaporates on the downwind side as quickly as it 
forms on the upwind side, even as strong winds pass 
through, and while beautiful, they signal potential 
turbulence for pilots.
